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EARLY BIRDS BREAKFAST CLUB POLICY
Rationale

Early Birds Breakfast Club is organised by St Oswald’s Catholic Primary School. It is an extended school activity designed to allow children to be in school from 7.40am onwards, to have the opportunity to eat breakfast and provide a calm start to the day.
Objectives

· To provide a welcoming. safe, secure environment before the beginning of the school day.

· To enable pupils to eat breakfast before the start of the school day in a pleasant and calm environment.

· To support working parents by providing an affordable childcare facility.
Organisation

Early Birds Breakfast club is open to all pupils attending St Oswald’s Catholic Primary School. The club is open from 7.40am – 8.40am Monday to Friday, term time only and is held in the school hall. 

On arrival, children will be offered a light breakfast of toast, fruit juice and milk. If your child has a dietary need or requires alternative breakfast items, this is to be discussed in advance with the Headteacher. No food is to be brought in without a prior arrangement in advance. This is due to children who may have allergies.
Booking and Payment Arrangements

A completed Early Bird Registration Form is to be completed for each child prior to attending the Club (Appendix A). 
A child does not need to attend every day. There is no booking in system. Parents can use this facility as and when they wish.
The cost is £3.50 per session. Use of the club on an ad-hoc basis will require payment to be made on the same day using ParentPay, our on-line payment service www.parentpay.com   For regular attendees, payment should be made in advance and on a regular basis using ParentPay.

Charges are subject to review and may be adjusted from time to time to reflect costs.
A staff member of the Breakfast Club will keep an accurate record of attendance.

It will be at the discretion of the Headteacher to confirm children who may attend for free due to

financial hardship or other social issues. 

Behaviour 

The School Policy and Rules with regard to behaviour are followed to ensure consistency for the children at the club. 
Fire Procedures
In the event of a fire, children and staff will follow the normal school procedures, leaving the building calmly via the closest exit. They will congregate on the playground in a line.

The register for the day will be called and all names will be checked. The staff signing in book will also be checked to ensure that all staff are safe.

Safeguarding

In accordance with Safeguarding arrangements, all staff involved in the running of the Breakfast Club will have current DBS clearance and First Aid qualified. These records are held in the school office.

Breakfast club staff will follow existing school policies and procedures for child protection and the staff Code of Conduct.
