Dear Parents,

I am writing to let you know the plan for the next 2 terms in Y6. The decisions I have made have been made to minimise any loss to learning time and to ensure that someone knows the school, the expectations, the ethos and can spend the time with Mr Mears and Y6 before the end of term which creates a very strong handover period.

With all this in mind, Miss Gravili will teach the class Monday to Thursday and I will teach Y6 all day on a Friday.
