LOST PROPERTY POLICY
Aim: 

To clarify the school’s position regarding lost property of clothing and personal items. It is the individual pupil’s responsibility to look after their property and to seek it if it has been mislaid.   
Guidelines: 

1. The school will not accept for loss of or damage to personal property on school premises.

2. Valuable items and toys should not be brought into school.

3. Please ensure any clothing or equipment your child brings to school are clearly labelled with their name and class. 
4. No mobile phones or smart watches are allowed in school. The exception is for children in Year 5 and Year 6 who walk to and/or from school are allowed to bring their mobile phone to school. Mobiles phones are to be handed in to the mobile phone box at the school office before arriving into the school building. At the end of the school day, mobile phones are to be collected from the school office after leaving the playground. 
5. Any named lost property found during the school day will be passed to the office who will attempt to return it to your child before home time.
6. Cleaning staff will not generally move items of clothing or bags left unattended in classrooms. In the first instance, pupils should retrace their steps should items be lost. 
7. Any lost items that are unnamed will be put into the lost property bins, located in junior and infant building. Children or parents can collect lost property at the end of the school day. 
8. Every Friday 3.15 – 3.45pm, the lost property bins will be placed next to the Green Room on the playground (weather permitting). Anyone with missing items, are welcome to come along and have a look. 
9.  Due to limited storage, all unnamed lost property will be disposed of or given to charities at the end of each half term. 
10. Any school books or equipment issued to a pupil become their responsibility. If lost they are responsible for replacement or may be charged a fee.  
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
