FIRST AID POLICY
General Statement 
First aid can save lives and prevent minor injuries becoming major ones.  We will ensure that we have adequate and appropriate equipment and facilities for providing first aid in school.

The school will ensure that first aid training is provided for all staff volunteering to undertake such training.  (We recognise that first aiders are volunteers to that position).

Teachers’ conditions of employment do not include giving first aid, although any member of staff may volunteer to undertake these tasks.  Teachers and other staff in charge of pupils are expected to use their best endeavours at all times, particularly in emergencies, to secure the welfare of the pupils at the school in the same way that parents might be expected to act towards their children.  In general, the consequences of taking no action are likely to be more serious than those of trying to assist in an emergency.

At school, the main duties of a first aider are to:

· Give immediate help to casualties with common injuries.

· When necessary, ensure that an ambulance or other professional medical help is called.

A list of the names of first aiders who have completed training is displayed in the staff room.

We will provide first aid kits in the following locations, clearly signed:

· Staff room

· KS2 – Year 3 cloakroom
· KS1 – Year 1/2 cloakroom (Infant building)
· Foundation – Reception corridor (Infant building)
· Green Room

· Busy Room

· Kitchen – for use by the welfare staff at lunchtime

Mrs Rothwell has the responsibility for replenishing first aid boxes and ensuring they conform to the Health and Safety Executives (HSE). Checklist will be completed at least every ½ term. A First Aid bag / box will be taken on all school trips. 
Whenever first aid has been administered to a pupil, an ‘Injury Letter’ (yellow paper) must be completed by the First Aider and signed. The top part of the letter will be sent home with the child on the day that the accident happened.

The Injury letters are found in the accident/incident register located in the staff room.
Head Injuries  
For minor injuries apply an ice pack (covered) for no longer than 20 minutes and observe.  NB.  It is of no benefit to keep an ice pack on for longer. 

A’ Bumped Head Letter’ (red paper) must be completed by the First Aider and signed. The office and teacher of the class will be informed. The top part of the letter will be sent home with the child on the day that the accident happened. Please refer to the Bumped Head Policy. 
The Bumped Head letters are found in the accident/incident register located in the staff room.
Injuries requiring First Aid

An’ Injury Letter’ (yellow paper) must be completed by the First Aider and signed. The top part of the letter will be sent home with the child on the day that the accident happened.

The Injury letters are found in the accident/incident register located in the staff room.
Asthma  

The school will require 2 inhalers – one stored in the classroom and one stored in the First Aid medicine cabinet in the staff room.   It is the class teacher’s responsibility to ensure children take their inhaler to PE/ Games lessons with them.  An asthma card and a Medical Conditions / Food Allergy Form will be completed and stored in the Medical File in the staff room.
This policy will also adhere to the Safeguarding/Child Protection Policies, Prevent Strategy and H&S Policy where applicable. 
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
