Can I explore a character using retrieval and inference skills?
Today we are going to explore a character and find out information about them through what we can retrieve and infer from the text.
Retrieve = to get or bring something back.  So to find information that is written down and record it.
Infer = conclude (work something out) from the evidence that has been written, spoken or viewed in a picture.

Look at this extract. What can we discover about Michael?
[image: ]We can infer that Michael is very helpful because he does lots of different jobs, even though he doesn’t enjoy them.
We can retrieve that Michael loves steering the Peggy Sue – this is because it is written here.

Using information from Chapter 1 and Chapter 2 and inference and retrieval skills, record everything you know about Michael around the picture on page 2 of this document.  Consider his likes, dislikes and hobbies as well as what his personality is like.  Try to add evidence from the text to support your ideas. (Look at the examples above)
Example paragraph (you will write at least 2 paragraphs)
[bookmark: _GoBack]Michael enjoys sport, especially football. We know this because he used to play for a team called the Mudlarks. In addition, his best friend, Eddie Dodds, gave Michael a football when he left to sail around the world. Michael kept this football as a lucky charm, a talisman, keeping it close, especially when there was a storm. There is evidence that Michael is a helpful boy and does lots of different jobs, usually with his father. Although he doesn’t always enjoy doing these jobs, he never complains and just gets on with them.  The text clearly states that Michael started to have an interest in the stars, something which he had never really noticed before.  He enjoyed looking at the stars at night when he was on watch and his mum and dad were asleep below. 
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
