Can I answer questions about a text?
After reading Chapter 7, please answer these questions in full sentences.
1. Can you list the ways in which Michael and Kensuke communicate before they can speak? (You need to think of information from previous chapters too!)

2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Write down some of the subjects Kensuke paints.


3. Why does Kensuke wash away his paintings?

4. How would painting a shell be different from painting on paper?


5. Write down all the things from the island that Kensuke uses for painting and how he uses them.

6. How do you think Michael feels when he sees his football? (Think about your vocabulary and explain why he feels like this).

7. How does Michael Morpurgo show the change in Michael and Kensuke’s relationship during Chapter 7?


8. Have you changed your mind about any of the characters? Explain why.









Suggested answers – although you may come up with other ideas too.
1. Before they can speak, Michael and Kensuke communicate by smiling, nodding, pointing, gesticulating, drawing pictures in the sand, leaving gifts, making a beacon, writing on a rock and teaching each other.

2. The subjects Kensuke paints include trees with blossom, orang-utans, gibbons, butterflies, dolphins, birds and fruit.

3. Kensuke washes his paintings away because he is trying to improve his skills.

4. Painting on a shell would be very different due to its shape, curves and surface texture.

5. Kensuke uses lots of things from the island for his painting, for example, octopus ink – for the paint. He also makes paintbrushes – made out of orang-utan hair, dipped in sap. He then cuts out a short length of hollow bamboo and fills it with the hair. Once the glue hardens a day later, Kensuke has a paintbrush. 

6. Michael felt overjoyed and emotional when he sees his football.  It makes him remember his parents and Eddie. He might start to feel homesick again.  Being able to still make out Eddie’s name, even though the ball is discoloured and cracked, means the world to Michael.

7. At the beginning of the chapter, Kensuke shows his compassionate and gentle nature as he cares for Michael, this would suggest that he doesn’t want any harm to come to Michael.  As the chapter progresses, Kensuke begins to trust Michael and is willing to teach him how to paint and fish. In return, Michael teaches Kensuke how to speak English, including the song Ten Green Bottles.  They start to have fun together with Kensuke even giving Michael the nickname Micasan.  Kensuke also shares his ‘Japan tree’ with Michael and this again shows trust, as Michael believes these are very dear to Kensuke.
